WRKSPREREQ
Foundation in Psychology
For most ITP programs
This course provides a brief introduction to fundamental theories and concepts upon which transpersonal psychology and the graduate programs at ITP build. It’s designed to provide future graduate students with the educational foundation in psychology necessary for graduate level coursework.
GLBM 7600
Introduction to Transpersonal Theory
For Global Online Ph.D. Year 3 advanced standing students

This course introduces theories and concepts of transpersonal psychology. Students will learn about the origins of transpersonal psychology, the contributors to the field, the research that is being conducted, and the applications of transpersonal studies to personal growth, counseling, education, society, and human welfare.

GLBM 8451

Approaches to Transpersonal Healing Practices
For Global Online Ph.D. Year 3 advanced standing students

This course provides a basic overview of the field of transpersonal healing practices. Although there are many different theories and methods of transpersonal healing, they all consider spirituality to be intrinsic to healing and maturity. The integration of psychotherapy, body therapies, and spirituality raises many interesting questions about the nature of both the spirit and the psyche. Are they one and the same? Do we need to overcome personal suffering in order to achieve spiritual enlightenment? Do spiritual practices help alleviate limiting beliefs?

WRKS2701
Introduction to Psychobiology
For Psy.D. students
Students will develop a working knowledge of neuroanatomy and neurophysiology as a foundation for the study of neuroscience. Students will learn about the significant areas of the brain, basic brain and nervous system physiology, the stress response, and the interface between the endocrine and nervous systems. In addition, students will learn about major neurological events, investigate the split between the science/material world and spirit, and gain knowledge of basic tools for exploring the brain and nervous system.
WRKS3509
World Religion

For M.A. in Spiritual Guidance students
This course will explore how various religions of the world view themselves, with exposure to the vast diversity present in each tradition. As students reflect upon the history, development, and practices associated with each religion, they are introduced to basic spiritual guidance skills and theory.
